Dogs  
 

 It seems that the biggest complaint we get is about people not 
controlling their dogs. The following is from our covenants page 17: 

  
“8.24 Animals.  No animals other than a reasonable number of generally recognized 

house pets shall be maintained on the property and then only if kept thereon solely as 
household pets and for no other purposes. No such animal shall be allowed to make an 
unreasonable amount of noise or otherwise become a nuisance. The Review Committee shall 
in its sole discretion, determine whether, for purposes of this paragraph, a particular pet is 
considered a house pet or whether a number of or any particular animal on the particular 
property is reasonable or unreasonable or constitutes a nuisance. Such animals, except for 
cats, shall be kept within the fences or houses, except when under physical or voice control.” 

 
The covenants are a legal and binding document that each person agreed to when 
they purchased there home here in Huntington Park. If you do not adhere to these 
rules then you will be subject to legal action. We do not desire to impose fines or 
place liens on any household. If you are a dog owner then please respect your 
neighbors and the laws of our subdivision and keep your dog on your property as 
well as quiet during the night hours. 
 If you have a complaint about any animal please talk to the homeowner first. If 
that does not work then call the Carroll County Animal Control at 770-834-8150. It 
will take a while for them to get to your house so, if you can, I would recommend 
taking a picture or video showing the animal performing the issue that is in question.  

Landscape  
 
8.03 Underbrush. Refuse Pile. Etc. No unsightly growth shall be permitted to grow or 

remain upon any part of the property, and no refuse pile or unsightly object shall be 
allowed to be placed, or suffered to remain anywhere thereon at any time 

 
Please keep your lawn cut to a reasonable length and do not keep any unsightly 
objects or refuse piles. We live in a nice communitee, and together we can keep it 
that way. 
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Project Updates  
 

 You may have noticed that we have been a little busy lately. This is a 
breakdown of the projects that have been approved and the status of each project. 
 
Phase 2 and 3 entrance upgrade – The landscaping for this project is scheduled to 

begin on May 5th. I have seen solar powered LED spotlights at The Home 
Depot and will be looking into purchasing one for a test to see if we would like 
to go this route for lighting up the entrance signs. No progress has been made 
on the placard stating that Huntington Park has a Homeowners Association 
and Solicitors are not welcome. 

 
Club House Upgrade – Completed April 29th (except for a little caulking that needs to 

be done). A hot water tank and the electrical and water lines for it had to be 
purchased and installed. Additional lights were installed outside for the pool 
area as well. 

 
Cabinet outside of Club House – We will be purchasing a pre-built indoor/outdoor 

cabinet 24” x 36” to be displayed on the outside wall of the clubhouse by the 
parking area. 

 
Pool Filtration System – The Saltwater Filtration System has been installed on April 

28th. Because of the size of the pool (and being a public pool) we needed to 
purchase a duel system.  

 
Stop Sign Maintenance – No date is set for completion at this time. We are looking 

for volunteers. 
 
Common Area Improvements – The landscaping for this project is scheduled to start 

on May 19th (or as soon as we finish with the entrance upgrades). It has been 
decided to install an irrigation system so that we may maintain the landscape 
once it is installed.  

 
Restroom and Club House Maintenance – We are still waiting on a written proposal 

for maintaining the restrooms and Club House. 
 
Furniture – An additional 16 folding chairs have been purchased for the Club House. 

No other furniture has been bought at this time. We will be purchasing 
additional chairs for the pool area. 

 
Summer Event – Christine Carling will be heading up this event. She is looking for 

some volunteers to help. If you are able to help please let us know. The date 
set is July 14th from 11am through 11pm. More to come. 

 
Wood signs – The wooden “Welcome to Huntington Park” Sign in phase 2 has been 

removed. The sign for phase 3 will be removed when construction ends. 
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Semi-Annual Dues  
 

 We have received the dues for May 2007 
from many of you and would like to thank you for 
making your payment on time.

·  Odd-numbered 
addresses may 
water on Tuesdays, 
Thursdays, and 
Sundays between 
12 midnight and 10 
a.m.  

·  Even and un-
numbered 
addresses may 
water on Mondays, 
Wednesdays and 
Saturdays between 
12 midnight and 10 
a.m. 

·  All outdoor watering 
is banned on 
Fridays.
